2. What was the decree they persuaded the king to issue? (6-9) Why could the king be persuaded to issue such a decree? Why put it into writing “according to the laws of the Medes and Persians”? (8)

4. When King Darius realized what he had done, what was his reaction? (11-15) How was the king moved by Daniel’s uncompromising faith in God? (16-20)



5. How did Daniel glorify God through this event? (21-23) How did King Darius come to believe in the God of Daniel? (25-27)
