Key Verse 9:35b  “If anyone wants to be first, he must be the very last, and the servant of all.”

2. What was John’s motive in trying to stop others from driving out demons in Jesus’ name? Why didn’t Jesus agree with John? How should a truly great man regard others’ ministries? (38-41)
3. What did Jesus teach about causing others to sin? Why did Jesus suggest such drastic actions to deal with sin? How can we be salty Christians? (42-50)

4. When the Pharisees tried to test him, what did Jesus teach about marriage and divorce, and what did he base his teaching on? (10:1-12)
5. In what sense must one be like children in order to enter the kingdom of God? How is this related to “true greatness?” (10:13-16)
