5. Who is the light mentioned in verse 9:2? Why did they rejoice in such a way? (9:3-5)
6. How does God fulfill all these promises? (9:6, Isaiah 7:14) What are the 4 titles of the son, Immanuel, and what does each mean? (9:7)
