4. How is the work of the Holy Spirit like the wind? (8) Why is Jesus uniquely qualified to tell about heavenly things? (11-13) 






5. What does the incident of Moses and the bronze snake teach about faith? (cf. Numbers 21:4-9) What does Jesus mean when he says, “... so the Son of Man must be lifted up, that everyone who believes in him may have eternal life”?
