ONE THING I DO KNOW

John 9:13-41

Key Verse: 9:25 “He replied, ‘Whether he is a sinner or not, I don’t know. One thing I do know. I was blind but now I see!’”
1. What problem prompted the people to bring the man to the Pharisees (13-14; 5:16)? What consistent testimony did the man give to the Pharisees’ question (15)? How did his answer divide the Pharisees regarding Jesus (16)?
2. Why did the Pharisees call in the formerly blind man’s parents? Why were they afraid to answer the Pharisees’ question? (18-23)
3. What did they conclude about Jesus, and how did they pressure the man to agree (24)? What was his testimony and what would it cost him to make this testimony? (25)
4. What was the formerly blind man’s response to the Pharisees’ insistence that Jesus was a sinner? What can we learn from this man who testified to what Jesus had done in his life in spite of opposition? (26-34)
5. How did Jesus help this man receive spiritual sight? (35-41) How does believing in Jesus open our spiritual eyes?
