John 10:1-21

Key Verse 10:11 “I am the good shepherd. The good shepherd lays down his life for the sheep.”
1. How did the Pharisees show themselves to be false shepherds from their treatment of the formerly blind man? (9:34; cf. Ezekiel 34:1-6) 
2. What does it mean that the sheep recognize the shepherd’s voice? What is the significance of his calling them by name? Why is it significant that he leads them rather than drive them from behind? (3-5)
3. What does it mean that Jesus is the gate? (7-9) What does it mean that Jesus came to give life to the full? (10)
4. What does the good shepherd do for the sheep? How is the hired hand different from the shepherd? (11-13)
5. Who are the other sheep Jesus is referring to and what does this teach about his world mission purpose? (16) Why was it necessary for him to lay down his life? (17-18)
