3. What is the relationship between believing in Jesus and having the life? (25-26) What impact does believing that Jesus is the resurrection and the life have in our present life? What confession of faith did Martha make?
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4. Why was Jesus deeply moved in spirit and troubled to the point of weeping? (32-38) How is Martha’s protest related to this? (39-40)






5. What does Jesus’ prayer reveal about the purpose of raising Lazarus (41-42)? How is this miraculous sign a preview of Jesus’ own resurrection?
